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Introduction
Cambridge Road C P & N School follows the National Curriculum guidance for Music. As such it is ambitious and designed to give all pupils the knowledge and skills required for future learning. It aims to engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement.
The curriculum lead for Music is Miss Sam Swan and the Link Governor is Mrs Irene Martin.
Aims
The Music curriculum at Cambridge Road C P & N School aims to ensure that all pupils:

· perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians 

· learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence 

· understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.
