Introduction:

The Remote Education Plan has been drawn up to ensure we can put in place a strong contingency plan should a class, group or small number of pupils need to self-isolate or in the worst case scenario that there is another lockdown (local or national).

The plan consists of three elements:

· offline resources   
· online resources
· class teacher interaction via video ( Microsoft Teams)
We aim to:

· set work that is meaningful and relevant each day of the week
· set work across different subjects
· provide clear explanations to enable maximum learning opportunities
· set clear expectations on how regularly pupils work will be checked
· plan a programme that increases over time to be of an equivalent length to the core teaching pupils would receive in school and includes daily contact with teachers.                                                 
Organisation:

The delivery of content for each class will be a mix of offline resources, online resources and class teacher interaction via video. This may be consistent across year groups or it may vary dependent on the make-up of the class, the home background (especially in relation to digital availability and digital competence) and class teacher well-being / availability.

Offline resources – may consist of textbooks, workbooks, printed packs.
Online resources – may consist of the video lessons from Oak National Academy or 

                               aspects of school resources such as Espresso, Time Tables Rockstars.

Class teacher interaction via video – may consist of live lessons on Microsoft Teams.
The main priority for the remote learning will be maths and English but other subjects will be covered to make sure there is still a balanced curriculum. 
Where possible we aim to teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school.

The Remote Curriculum
Below is an outline of school’s remote curriculum. If the topic outlined is in green it is available via the Oak National Academy materials, if it is in black it is a school resource.  
EYFS

English:
For English, teachers will continue to ensure daily activities related to a story are available for the children. A daily phonics lesson and fine motor skills activity will also be available, differentiated to the children’s ability.  
 
Mathematics:

For Mathematics, teachers will continue to follow the Power Maths, with differentiated activities for Nursery.  
 
Other:

Access
